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Bismillahir Rahmanir Rahim,

All praise to Allah Rabbul Alameen.

O ye who believe! Stand out firmly for Allah, as witness to fair dealings, and let not the hatred of others to you make you swerve to and depart from justice. Be just and fear Allah .For Allah is well-acquainted with all that ye do (Al quran – 5:8) (Translation and Commentary Abdullah Yusuf Ali).

We believe in

1. The one universal Allah.

2. The Message to us through Muhammad (pbuh) and the Signs (Ayat) as interpreted on the basis of personal responsibility.
