We welcome the present effort for holding discussion titled "2007 High - Level Dialogue on Financing for Development " in the ensuing UNGA. 
 

I am Shah Sufi Saleh Uddin Ahmed Chisty, the chief of the United Nations affiliated International organization “PCCIIS”, which is involve in major UN activities including poverty alleviation, world peace, children and women development, and human rights issues. The Bangladesh based international NGO works within the spirit of the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights and fully supports the United Nations Charter. 

 

Without any doubt and hesitation I can utter that We the representatives of various NGOs and other development organizations are here under the banner of the UN to build a peaceful global village and that’s why we are still very much optimistic about the fate of the development activities being run by the UN supported by the Super powers or rich nations.
 

However, we have been observing for a long time that the finance of UN is facing serious set back due to inefficiency in the top-level decision making bodies of the UN, wherein the richer nations play active role. It is gathered that the decision makers involved in the recruitment in financial institutions or development organizations choosing inefficient personnel for running these programmes as the governments of some UN member countries (rich nations in particular) exert undue pressure in selection and as a result NGO executives and workers mainly from third word have limited access to serve the the UN. The recruiting bodies of the UN are then left with choice of less qualified personnel for the posts available in the concerned development organs. I recommend that a more transparent and credible process of recruitment should be followed for enhancing real development.
 

If the process continues, the UN would be turned into a rubber-stamp organization of the vested groups and fail to contribute towards the real development of the world, third world counties in particular. That’s why, now a days, conscious citizens of the world have been branding UN as the pocket organization of the wealthy powers – they also blame the top notches for dictating UN for taking measures against poor and under developed nation with a view to control their economy and politics thereby. I fear that the UN might lose its credibility in near future to majority members including smaller nations leading to the lower credibility of the neutral world body.
 

 So, I feel that a the UN member countries should take some initiative including forming an ADVISORY BODY comprising the civil society members covering UN NGO representatives for smooth running of the development bodies of the UN which will contribute to successful implementation of UN development projects. I once again reiterate that the super powers should support the needs of the developing countries more than pursuing their own agenda.  
 

So, I believe that it would be useful if all UN member countries, particularly Security Council members, come forward immediately to bring necessary reforms in the UN bodies to achieve real and even development of the whole world, other wise the smaller nations would be compelled to take a non-cooperative stand against the super powers that would not only weaken UN but also the big nations. In this case, the super powers should support possible changes in the present UN charter if member countries put forward any proposal as such.   
 

I, once again, appeal the UN member countries to work towards a more democratic decision makers in the UN, which should be free from the dominance of certain powers. This will allow UN to dedicate itself better for serving the humanity, the millions of poor people around the globe.
