The ongoing Palestinian-Israeli war has taken a bade shape that has so far left 

at least 1200 Palestinians and 10 Israeli dead in the Hamas-controlled Gaza, where Israel has been bombing for the last couple of weeks without caring the rest of the world, even the UN.

The UN General Assembly President has termed the Israeli attack in Gaza as `genocide’ and the UN Secretary General has called for an immediate ceasefire there to end inhuman killing of unarmed children and women. However, it is not clear when and how the UN is going to implement it. 

Meanwhile, according to different media some 700 children and women have been killed and many wounded most of them might become crippled. Moreover, humanitarian activities have become difficult or impossible in the Gaza strip, TV and Radio reports stated. News Analysts suspect that the Israel, despite protests in different parts of the world, has been continuing the inhuman attack aimed at apparent psychological breakdown of the Palestinians. And there is no sign of backward march in the Israeli military side at all.

Israel says they are continuing the war to neutralize Hamas and ceasing them from triggering rockets into Israel. While the latter states that they are compelled to fire rockets to end the control of Gaza by Israel and humanitarian crisis there. However, Israeli side claims that there is no humanitarian crisis as such in that area and refuses to end the control of Gaza to compel Palestinians to bow down to the Israeli government.

As a result of the intense fighting between Israel and Palestinians in Gaza, the entire Muslim, Jews and Christian world has sharply reacted mainly owing to their religious attachments to the disputed land. That’s why thousands of people of these communities, all of who are sons of Abraham (Peace be upon him), have demonstrated across the world to stop the war.

The war has left manifold impact on the international politics, because of that Muslims across the world have been condemning Egyptian government for not helping Palestinians by giving them shelter. Similarly, neighboring nations of Jordan and Kingdom of Saudi Arabia have been facing harsh criticism. These so-called Muslim nations are doing so mainly to protect their own power. 

Same is the case with other Muslim nations as they fear that the Super Powers might declare them as terrorist-country.  As a result, the entire Muslim world has failed to extend their real cooperation towards resolving the Palestine-Israel conflict. On the other hand, the Super Powers are lingering the issue to materialize their own interest, may be they are using the Palestine-Israel conflict to gain some thing else. Moreover, the UN has proved itself as a powerless body as it could not bring any substantial result towards establishing long lasting peace in the conflicting land as it happened in other parts of the world. 

We think that if UN continues to play such a role, the body will not exist in near future. So, it would be duty of the current UN Secretary General would be to take a clear and strong stand to reach a permanent solution – let the General Assembly and Security Council decide which is the best solution. If the UN representatives of the world fail to achieve it soon, the entire world including the Super Powers would be in trouble. 

Because, now it is clear to all, that counter-terrorism to curb terrorism cannot be the solution. Rather, the parties concerned should concentrate on a unanimous political solution that can be accelerated with the help of Religious and Spiritual leaders since the issue concerns three religious communities – Muslim, Jews and Christian.
